4-H: 

With the $1500 donation the plan is to purchase new display cases and not make any major changes to the annex itself. Threemile Canyon Farms would like to bring their “milk cow” on Thursday of fair during the ice cream social. Erin has been talking with Threemile Canyon Farms and with the large dairy agriculture in Morrow County it would nice to see it more represented at fair. They are discussing the idea of kids leasing dairy cows and showing at fair, and Threemile would pay for a dairy judge. All judges for 4-H have been confirmed except horse judge, talked with her on 5/8 and she said maybe. 4-H leaders meeting is tonight at 7:00pm. Making changes to dairy goats. Putting a policy on back up animals in place. Helping to restructure Livestock Growers. New tents for 4-H camp hoping they fit the old frames. Spring weigh in June 3rd, will be RHS parking lot for north end. Erin will talk to Keith Morter to see if he would be willing to let them use his scales for weigh in.
NEW BUSINESS:


Chili Cook off Details: Called Umatilla County Health Department and they said that if we charge the public to eat then each person needs a temporary license if we just give samples or just have judges tasting then they don’t.  Details: Homestyle Chili Cook off, must be made on site. This will be on Friday of fair, sampling will take place between 3:00-5:00 with judging at 5:30? We will not charge people to eat but find a sponsor for the event. Ray suggested to call Sam Bellamy ask for $200 to go towards trophy and prizes. If there is a tie for first then there will be a 3 person panel to determine winner. Casey will call Rusty to ask about what fire code may be, but all entrants must have a 2.5 lb. fire extinguisher. 


 Greased pig details: $5 entry fee contest will be on Friday at 6pm. We will have 3 age groups 5-8; 9-12; 13-18.  We need 4 pigs and need to make sure that we have a large pig for older groups.

Cleaning & Garbage person: during budget this year we were able to increase litter pick up from $500 to $700 and cleaning from $600 to $800. We need to find someone or a group that would do one or both of these for the week.  Buck will check to see if he know any groups looking and Ann will email Greg Grant to see if he has any school groups that would be interested in taking this on. 

Omsi: is looking forward to coming out hotels have been booked for them and they will need to use the big tent for all week, which will put us at needing a big tent for Wednesday and Thursday nights dinner and music.

Concessions: We had a business contact us that is bringing in elephant ears and funnel cakes!! Other food vendors will be Breaking Grounds, Taco Truck, and 4-H. Pat suggested contacting the Polynesian food from last year. 


Arcade Room details: They would like to bring in an ATM to help them offset the costs so they can bring us games for $5500. Games will be set to free play and we will charge for arm bands for people to play prices will be $10 a day or $30 for the week…


Football field set-up: check with the city see if they have extra cones or the things they use for parades to block off the field. And we will lock the east end gate so that it can only be foot traffic.

OTHER: Discussion on dance floor size decided on a 20’x40’ will made in sections so that it can be moved. Buck will get a quote on lumber from Pro-Build.
OLD BUSINESS:


Fair time agreements: Keep the vendor pricing the same as it was previously.



Beer Garden: we need to decide what we should charge/expect from the beer garden, it is my opinion that this year we charge the vendor (Bucknum’s) $200 the same as other food vendors, with this year being the first year doing this and not knowing what the outcome will be I feel that this is a fair pricing. Ray made a motion to charge the same as other food vendors $200 for the week and would like to see a sales report and the end of the week. Jeromy 2nd motion Cody abstained from vote motion passed. Bucknum’s would like to have a fenced off area for the beer garden.


Ray would like us to ask all the food vendors for a sales report at the end of the week.


Dinners is on schedule for Wednesday of fair prices to be same as last year, $15 adult $7.50 kid. Pat discussed with Rod that fair would like to get a portion of the tickets sales and he agreed on $1 a plate. Dinner will be that same as last year with fresh corn on the cob, and Bucknum’s will do beer and will get some from Ordnance also. Still need to look at making a dance floor it was suggested that Brian Thompson may be making one for his daughter’s wedding so Ann will check in to that. 


Cook off: We will have a chili cook off on Friday. Suggestion is to do no entry fee this year and charge $5 per person to try chili and vote on favorite one. Need to check with Umatilla County Health Dept. on the health code for this. 

OTHER: Ann called Nadine about chips and she said to call her back the end of June or first of July. Checked with Ryan Miller to see if they have top open dumpsters so the tractor can drive in to them and he said that one is unavailable.

Suggestion to maybe have a movie night for kids on Thursday.
